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1. Introduction 

1.1 The Jubilee Committee 

The New Milton Jubilee Committee is an organisation consisting of members of New Milton Rotary 
Club, New Milton Lions Club and New Milton and District Round Table. The committee was 
established in 2002 to coordinate the Queens Golden Jubilee celebrations in New Milton and has 
continued since then for the purpose of managing community events for the town. It is funded both 
from the events it operates and by further funding from the three member clubs. Surplus cash from 
events are used to fund local worthy causes.  

 
 

1.2 Aims of the New Milton Pedal Car Grand Prix 

The aims of the New Milton Pedal Car Grand Prix are as follows: 

· To provide the community of New Milton and surrounding areas with a free and fun event 
which will involve all age groups and engender a sense of community spirit. 

· To raise money for local youth causes and other worthy causes. 
· To provide the town with an event that will attract visitors and tourists to the town. 

 

 

 

2. Mission Statement 

It is the intention of the New Milton Jubilee Committee to take all reasonable steps, (taking into 
account cost and practicality), to ensure the safety of both competitors, race marshals and the general 
public before, during and after the race and to endeavour to ensure that all reasonable measures are 
taken before, during and after the race to prevent any damage being caused to the environment be it 
through physical damage, noise pollution, litter, etc. 
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3. Method Statement 

3.1 General 

The course for the race will utilise existing roads around New Milton Town Centre, namely Station 
Road and Old Milton Road. 

A road closure notice has been granted and various diversions will be in operation before, during and 
after the race. Diversion signs will be put out to guide vehicles around suitable alternative routes 
(Refer to 7.2). 

The race track will be cordoned off from the general public in various locations by using interlinked 
crowd control barriers approximately 1.2 metres high. 

In areas of low risk there may be no barriers or else plastic tape may be used to highlight the division 
between public areas and the race track. 

Straw bales will also be used on and around the course to minimise areas of potential risk to both 
competitors and the general public during the race. 

Marshals will be located around the race track during the race to ensure safety procedures are adhered 
to (Refer to Section 6.2). A number of marshals will be in constant radio contact with the Race 
Director to ensure that, should any dangerous/unsafe situation arise, then immediate decisions can be 
made and action taken to minimise potential hazards. 

 

3.2 Road Diversion / Road Closure 

Prior to the Pedal Car Race taking place, diversion signs will be placed to ensure that traffic in New 
Milton is diverted away from the town centre. 

A diversion route has been agreed with Hampshire Constabulary (New Milton Station) - Refer to 
attached copy map (section 7.2). 

A team of people and a van will be used during the morning of the race to load out all signs to agreed 
locations. Police officers and Marshals will be positioned at various points around the diversion route 
to advise/direct vehicles and the general public. 

At the agreed start time of the road closure, the diversion signs will be placed in the roads (by the 
Police/Marshals), to prevent any un-authorised access to the race area by vehicles. 

At the agreed time when the road closure order ends the road signs will be removed from the public 
highway and traffic will be free to drive through. 

At all times the Police/Marshals will be in constant contact with the Race Director via radio or mobile 
telephones, to ensure swift instructions are relayed speedily back whenever a potential hazard/problem 
is encountered. 
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3.3 Course Construction / Deconstruction 

The course construction/deconstruction will take place on the public roads/pavement at times when the 
Road Closure Notice is not in operation. Therefore, great care must be taken by all persons assisting 
with course construction/deconstruction. To minimise risk to both race assistants, road users and 
pedestrians, persons helping with course construction will wear florescent/reflective waistcoats 
(Conforms to EN 471 Class 2) to enable them to be seen easily, and will wear gloves whilst 
loading/unloading to prevent injury to hands. Safety instructions will also be given to anyone helping 
with course construction prior to construction work starting. 

 

3.3.1 Erection / Dismantling of Barriers 

The crowd control barriers will be delivered on a 3-5 tonne flat bed vehicle equipped with a Hiab crane 
to facilitate offloading. The sides and back of the vehicle drop down to enable easy access/unloading. 
The delivery driver will be responsible for unloading operations and all those persons assisting must 
take instruction from him at all times. All materials will be offloaded from the kerb side/back of the 
vehicle. During periods of offloading the vehicle hazard lights will be used to indicate a potential 
hazard to other road users and the general public. Should any barriers need to be offloaded on the road 
side of the vehicle then two people will be stationed at either end of the vehicle to control traffic. Until 
these two persons signal it is safe to unload and traffic is stopped, then no unloading will take place. 

The driver will operate the crane to offload the barriers in bundles of ten to twenty. In the event that 
the delivery lorry is not equipped with a crane, two people will stand on the back of the lorry and 
unload one barrier at a time. Two people will stand on the pavement and accept each barrier as it is 
unloaded. Two or three gangs of two people will be available to offload. Barriers will be stacked in 
groups, to await erection, in suitable locations where they will not present a hazard to road users or 
pedestrians. 

The barriers will each be carried from their stacks to the roadside for erection by two persons, one at 
each end of the barrier. During erection, the barriers will be secured together using their purpose made 
couplers. The Course Construction Officer will inspect the barriers after erection to ensure that they 
are positioned and coupled correctly and will not present a safety hazard before, during or after the 
race. 

At agreed points, gaps will be left to enable traffic and pedestrians to pass along the course, prior to the 
Road Closure Notice being implemented. 

The process for deconstruction will be in the opposite order of events as described above. 

 

3.3.2 Positioning / Removal of Straw Bales 

The bales will be picked up from a local farm. 

The bales will be loaded (at the farm) on to the back of a lorry suitable for the purpose. 

On the day of the race the lorry will be taken to Station Road in New Milton, where it will be unloaded 
by hand. The lorry will be unloaded after erection of the crowd control barriers. Helpers will be 
encouraged to wear long sleeve clothing and gloves to prevent burns/skin irritation from the bales. 
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The bales will be loaded out from the pavement side of the lorry wherever possible to ensure the 
maximum safety of helpers. Two people will be on the back of the lorry passing bales down to pairs of 
helpers waiting at the side of the wagon. Once unloaded from the lorry, the bales can be lifted easily by 
one person, into their final position. 

The bales will be placed in agreed positions, under direction of the Course Construction Officer to 
ensure maximum safety for race entrants and the general public. 

Some bales may need to be placed in the public highway prior to the road closure notice becoming 
effective. Therefore all persons helping to unload the bales will wear fluorescent/reflective waistcoats. 
One or two people will also be on hand to direct/stop traffic as required, to allow the safe placing of 
bales. No unloading onto the public highway will be allowed until the persons directing the traffic 
signal that there is no hazard (i.e. traffic is stationary), and it is safe to continue. 

Following the race, the hay bales will each be loaded back onto the wagon by pairs of people. It is 
envisaged that most of the bales can be loaded back onto the wagon prior to the road closure notice 
finishing, thereby reducing the risk to any helpers from traffic. 

SHOULD ANY PERSON ASSISTING WITH COURSE CONSTRUCTION BE STRUCK BY A 
MOTOR VEHICLE THEN AN AMBULANCE WILL BE CALLED IMME DIATELY AND 
TRAFFIC WILL BE STOPPED/DIVERTED BY OTHER HELPERS ( To prevent further 
danger). 

 

3.4 Pedal Car Race 

3.4.1 Race Marshals 

All Race Marshals will be given a Safety Briefing by the Race Director prior to the race starting. All 
marshals will be issued with a set of instructions (refer to section 6), explaining the use of the radio 
sets and safety flags and explaining what procedures to follow when an incident occurs or when 
instructions are received from the Race Director. 

Race Marshals will be positioned at agreed locations, (refer to plan, section 6.2), around the race 
course. All marshals will wear fluorescent/reflective waistcoats to ensure they are easily identifiable to 
the general public and can easily be seen by the race competitors. 

Marshals at the agreed positions will be issued with radio sets to enable them to be in constant contact 
with, and receive instructions from, the Race Director and will also be given two coloured flags 
(yellow and red), which will allow them to communicate with, and give instructions to, the drivers of 
the pedal cars during the race. 

Marshals will contact the Race Director by radio whenever a risk is identified or a potentially 
dangerous situation is expected or encountered. The Race Director will issue instructions as soon as 
possible by radio, either to the specific marshal or else to all marshals. Directives/instructions given by 
the Race Director will be actioned by the marshals as soon as possible. 

The Race Director will not be in any set position during the race. He will have a mobile radio set to 
allow him to travel around the course to any potential problem points or else to visit race marshals. 

The Safety Officer will be positioned in the control point for the duration of the race and will be in 
constant contact with the Race Director. 
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The Race Director and Safety Officer will record details of any accidents/dangerous occurrences for 
future reference. 

 

3.4.2 Race Competitors 

Prior to the race, each competitor will be required to read a list of safety requirements/procedures 
which they will be required to adhere to during the race. 

On the day of the race, competitors will be given a safety briefing prior to the race commencing. The 
briefing will be given by the Race Director or Deputy Race Director, in the briefing room. 
Explanations will be given as to what to do when certain colour flags are shown and generally how to 
behave during the race. 

Should a pedal car stop on the race track during the race due to a mechanical breakdown, (i.e. Chain 
coming off), or human cause, (i.e. Driver injury), the drivers will be instructed to stay in their car, raise 
their hand to attract the attention of the nearest marshal, (and - to alert other drivers that there is a 
potential hazard), and not to get out until the race marshal instructs (which may be after the car has 
been maneuvered to the side of the course and made safe). When getting out of the, car the drivers 
should stand on the side nearest the barriers, and behind bales where possible, to afford maximum 
safety. 

Should a driver hit another pedal car or a barrier, etc. then, providing the car has not overturned, the 
driver should stay inside the car, raise their arm to attract the attention of the nearest marshal and await 
help from the marshal. Competitors must not drive off without first having their pedal car checked over 
by a marshal to ensure it is fit to continue and until the race marshal is satisfied the driver is fit enough 
to continue. 

If a car is overturned or is in such an unsafe position as to cause an extreme hazard to the driver, then 
the driver must leave the car as soon and as safely as possible and seek a safe place to stand, (i.e. 
behind a barrier), until assistance can be given by a marshal. 

Should a pedal car hit a race marshal or member of the public then the driver must stay in the car at the 
place the accident took place and await further instructions from a marshal. 

General instructions will be given to race competitors during the race by Race Marshals, (and if 
necessary instructions will be relayed to drivers via the public address system). 

 

3.4.3 General Public 

Certain procedures will be in place to ensure the safety of the public during the race. The general 
public will be informed of these procedures/safety requirements in the following ways: 

Before and during the race, the race commentator will read out various safety messages over the public 
address system; This will ensure that all people within the general vicinity of the race will be reminded 
of the potential dangers and will request their co operation in ensuring safety procedures are followed. 

Race marshals will be positioned at various points around the track and will prevent the public from 
encroaching onto the track during the race. Race marshals will also be able to give instructions to 
members of the public as and when required. 
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As previously stated, crowd control barriers will be in place to keep the public off the track. Members 
of the public will be instructed not to climb on or over barriers and not to tamper with the connections 
and also not to push their arms or legs through the barriers. Marshals will be on hand to issue further 
instructions as necessary. 

If at any stage during the race a member of the public is hit by a pedal car then the following procedure 
will apply: 

The nearest marshal will attend the accident area and make it as safe as possible (to prevent any further 
injury from occurring). 

The nearest radio marshal will radio through to the Race Director to inform him of the accident and to 
request assistance from St. John Ambulance personnel. 

The Race Director will arrange for first aid treatment immediately and will then instruct marshals to 
show the yellow flags to drivers indicating a hazard on the course and for them to slow down and not 
overtake. 

The Race Director will then contact the marshal at the accident area and request further information. If 
this information indicates there is a further risk to the member of the public then the Race Director will 
instruct the race to be halted. 

The Race Director will investigate the situation further and will inform the Safety Officer of his 
findings which will be recorded for future reference.  

Once the Race Director is satisfied that the area is secure and the member of the public is no longer in 
danger then he will make the decision to either restart the race or else call a halt. 

THIS PROCEDURE WILL ALSO OPERATE IF A DRIVER OR RAC E MARSHAL IS 
STRUCK BY A PEDAL CAR. 
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4. Risk Assessment 

Assessing risk is necessary in order to determine the relevant importance of risks, deciding on the 
severity of the hazard and the probability of occurrence. This will help in deciding the methods of 
control. This knowledge is necessary so as to identify where to place the major effort in prevention and 
control, and in order to make decisions of the adequacy of control measures. 

4.1 Explanation of Risk Rating 

Column A = Severity of the Risk 

Column B = Likelihood of the Risk becoming Hazardous 

1 = Low   2 = Medium   3 = High 

Column C = Cumulative Risk Weighting (A X B) 

1 = No Action Required 

2 – 4 = Include Comments within Method Statement 

6 = Risk Reduction Measures Required (Specific Method Statement Required) 

9 = Alternative Procedures Required (Activity Not Allowed)

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6. Safety Marshals 

6.1 Instructions to Safety Marshals 

Your principle function is to ensure the safety of competitors and the public. 

· Ensure that the track is clear of spectators at all times by use of gentle persuasion and charm! 

· Do not attempt to move on unruly or drunk people. Call race control and ask for police assistance. 

· Ensure that any damaged pedal cars on the track are moved to a place of safety as quickly and safely 
as possible. 

Observe all cars for infringements of safety rules, including: 

· Cutting up of other cars / dangerous overtaking maneuvres. 

· Drivers not wearing safety helmets. 

· Car numbers unclear. 

· Missing or loose bodywork. 

· General idiocy! 

Use flags to signal to drivers and teams as follows: 

· Stationary Yellow Flag - Caution, waved yellow flag ahead. 

· Waved Yellow Flag – Single file and NO OVERTAKING until past the obstruction. 

· Waved Red Flag - Pull over to marshal, STOP IMMEDIATELY in single file at side of track and await 
instruction. DO NOT overtake. 

· Rolled Black Flag – Pointed at car, warning of infringement of rules. 

· Unfurled Black Flag – Waved at car. Team is disqualified for repeated infringement of rules. 

Observe the race and advise race control of any infringements of the rules. 

Advise race control of all accidents and: 

· If track is blocked, stop race with red flag and advise race control. 

· If track is restricted, use yellow flag and advise race control. 

· Advise race control if any injuries have occurred. 

· Assess and advise race control if ambulance/first aid is required. 

· Do not stop the race unless absolutely necessary. Doing so risks further accidents. 

· When a previously advised obstruction has been cleared, advise race control. 

Use of Radio’s 

· Each marshal position will be numbered (e.g. Traffic Lights = Marshal 3 ). 

· To call race control: ‘Marshal 3  to control’…….await response, ‘Marshal 3  this control, go ahead’. 

· Maintain continuous watch for – ‘control to Marshal 3 ’…..respond with ‘control this is Marshal 3 , go 
ahead’ 

· Forget the over and outs, 10-4’s, etc. and please keep radio traffic to a minimum. 

Remember your own safety at all times. 

· Don’t take unnecessary risks. 

· Work as a team – watch each others backs. 

· Always make the area safe first (deploy flags) before clearing obstructions. 
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6.2 Marshal Positions 

There will be six marshal positions placed at strategic track features, each stationed by a minimum 
number of marshals. A total minimum number of 18 marshals will be required. The maximum number 
of marshals at each position shall be no greater than two more than the numbers shown in the table 
below (too many persons on the track increases the level of risk). The marshal positions will be 
numbered for communication purposes, going clockwise around the track, starting from the 
northernmost point of the circuit, as defined in the table below. The safety marshals positions are also 
shown on the track plan, section 7.1.

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10. Competitors Terms & Conditions / Rules & Safety  Instructions 

Signing On 

Competitors are required to sign-on before the race to confirm they have read, understood and will comply with these terms and conditions, 
rules and safety instructions. No one will be allowed to participate in the race until they have signed on. Any team who allows a team 
member to participate without signing on will face disqualification. 

 

Age Restrictions 

Any competitor under the age of 18 years must provide written consent from their parent or guardian before being allowed to participate in 
the event. By consenting, the parent or guardian confirms that they and the competitor have read, understood and will comply with these 
terms and conditions, rules and safety instructions and that they agree to the competitor taking part. The organisers may ask for proof of 
age and may refuse entry if it is not forthcoming. 

 

Public Liability Insurance 

The New Milton Pedal Car Grand Prix organisers have arranged public liability insurance for the event up to a maximum limit of £5,000,000. 
This covers the organisers and volunteers in respect of public liability claims. It does not cover claims made against a competitor or 
competitors in person (see Third Party Liability). 

 

Third Party Liability 

Competitors are strongly advised to ensure they have adequate third party liability insurance cover in place to meet all and any claims that 
might arise from accidents or incidents caused in whole or in part by them. The New Milton Pedal Car Grand Prix organisers, its volunteers 
and insurers will not accept liability whatsoever for claims from any party, including property owner, members of the public, competitors, or 
their representatives for damage to property, death or personal injury arising from any accidents caused by, or in part by, the negligence of 
any competitor. 

 

Personal Accident Insurance 

Competitors are strongly advised to ensure they have personal accident insurance in place to meet any claims for personal injury to 
themselves. 

 

General Health and Fitness  

As the race is both physically and mentally demanding, it is strongly recommended that all competitors consult their medical practitioner 
prior to taking part in the event to ensure they are sufficiently fit and healthy to compete. To reduce the risk of becoming dehydrated during 
the event, competitors are advised to drink plenty of fluids before, during and after the race. Should any competitor become unwell or be 
injured in any way during the event, they should contact the nearest marshal who will arrange for medical assistance. 

 

Medical Conditions 

Competitors should not take any part in the event if they suffer from any medical condition, complaint or illness including (but not restricted 
to) high or low blood pressure, back or neck complaints, angina, diabetes, breathlessness, dizziness, lung, heart or neural 
disorders/complaints, sight or hearing problems, mental illness or who are on medication or a course of treatment prescribed by a medical 
practitioner or who have recently undergone any surgical or medical procedure, must declare it and produce to the Race Director a written 
declaration from a medical practitioner that they are fit to take part in the event. 

 

Disabilities 

Competitors who suffer from any physical or mental disability of any nature must declare it and produce to the Race Director a written 
declaration from a medical practitioner that they are fit to take part in the event. They must also demonstrate, to the satisfaction of the Race 
Director, that they will be able to see, hear and act on all and any instructions given by the race marshals. 
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Alcohol, Medication, Etc. 

It is recommended that competitors do not consume alcohol or other intoxicating substances or medication in the 24 hours prior to taking 
part in the event. No competitor will be allowed to participate in the event if they appear to be under the influence of alcohol, other 
intoxicating substances or medication, or act in an inappropriate manner to the extent that the Race Director considers that they may pose a 
risk or danger to themselves, other competitors, race marshals or members of the public. 

 

Drivers Briefing 

All competitors MUST attend the drivers briefing prior to the race to receive instruction on points of safety. 

 

Teams 

Teams will consist of up to, and no more than four drivers and one pusher. There is no restriction on how many laps a driver may do at a 
time. Teams may also have one mechanic present in the pit to effect repairs but the mechanic must take no part in driving or pushing. The 
Mechanic must remain at all times in the pavement pit area (rear of pits). If a car breaks down on the track the driver may push the car back 
to the designated pit area for repair (only if and when given permission by the marshals) and may receive assistance only from other team 
members. Marshals may assist in the interests of safety only. If the marshals deem a damaged car beyond repair, incapable of returning to 
the pits, or too dangerous they will remove the car to a place of safety (i.e. behind baled areas or completely off the track, behind safety 
barriers). The decision to remove a car is the marshals, not the drivers. 

 

Protective Helmets 

All competitors MUST wear crash/cycle safety helmets as approved by the Race Director whilst entering and exiting the pedal cars and at all 
times whilst participating in the race. Straps must be buckled at all times. Failure to do so may result in penalties to the team, including 
disqualification. For safety reasons, all competitors are strongly recommended that, whilst taking part in the event, they should wear gloves, 
long sleeved clothing and arm/knee pads to reduce the risk of injury in the event of an accident. 

 

Race Marshals 

Competitors must obey all instructions and directions given by the race marshals during the event – They are present for the safety of 
competitors as well as that of members of the public. Any competitor failing to comply may be disqualified from the event immediately and 
required to leave the course along with their team. Physical or verbal abuse of a marshal will result in instant disqualification of the team. 

 

Designated Pit Areas 

· All drivers entering the designated pit areas for repairs or to change drivers must come to a complete stop. 

· Driver changes may take place only in the designated pit area for that team. 

· Under no circumstances may the designated pit areas be used for overtaking.  

· Car exiting the pits MUST give way to cars already on the track. It is the responsibility of the team pusher to ensure the track is 
clear before ‘pushing off’.  

· When not racing, all team members must remain on the pavement section of their pits. Only the team Pusher and the two 
exchanging drivers may be on the road section of the pit during changeovers.  

· When changeovers are complete, all team members must retire to the pavement section of their pit, leaving the road section 
clear.  

 

Repairs 

Wherever possible, cars under repair should be moved to the pavement area of the pits. A car may be stopped from racing if is considered 
to be unsafe due to design or damage until satisfactory repairs are carried out. THIS INCLUDES FAULTY BRAKES. 
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Race Etiquette 

Drivers are free to take the racing line but should be aware at all times of faster cars who may wish to overtake (use mirrors and listen). On 
straights, drivers should keep to one side of the track and not ‘hog the middle’ thereby impeding faster cars from overtaking. You are not 
however, obliged to slow down to be overtaken. Cars being lapped must keep out of the way of faster cars if at all possible, however it is 
ultimately the faster driver's responsibility to find a safe way past. When lapping slower cars, drivers of overtaking cars are advised to inform 
slower cars of which side they intend to overtake by shouting, e.g., "On your left", (i.e. "I am passing on your left hand side, so please move 
to your right."), "On your right", etc. Please give slower drivers time to react before overtaking. Do not perform dangerous overtaking 
manoeuvres, particularly on fast hairpins! Any behaviour that is considered dangerous or otherwise infringes any rules may result in a 
penalty to the offending team, at the discretion of the Race Director. Dangerous driving includes: excessive or deliberate bumping, barging, 
deliberately driving off the track, swearing, cutting up other cars, swerving dangerously etc. 

 

Flags 

The race marshals will signal instructions to the drivers by use of coloured flags. Verbal instructions may also be given. All instructions 
MUST be complied with immediately and without question. The meanings of flags are as follows: 

 

Flag:   Meaning: 

Held Yellow 
Flag  

Caution, waved yellow flag ahead. 

Waved Yellow 
Flag 

 

Single file and NO OVERTAKING until past the obstruction. 

Red Flag 

 

Pull over to marshal, STOP IMMEDIATELY in single file at side 
of track and await instruction. DO NOT overtake. 

Chequered 
Flag 

 

Start or finish of race. 

 

In addition, a black flag may be used. A rolled up black flag pointed at a car will be used as a first and final warning of infringement of the 
rules. An unfurled black flag waved at a car is immediate disqualification of that team – return your car to the pits and remain there for the 
duration of the race. 

 

In the event of an accident 

If you are involved in an accident or incident where your car is immobilised, for your safety, stay in your car until a marshal instructs you to 
get out. If your car can be restarted (i.e. if stuck in bales or barriers or tangled with other cars, etc) wait for the marshals to clear the 
obstructions. DO NOT try to clear obstructions yourself. 

 

Course Etiquette 

Please remember this is a FUN event, being held for charity, and being watched by thousands of spectators of all ages. All competitors are 
therefore expected to behave in a considerate and courteous manner. Competitors who appear to deliberately impede other competitors or 
who make abusive remarks or gestures to other competitors will have laps deducted and may, at the discretion of the Race Director, be 
disqualified. 

 

Should any competitor become aware of any unsafe, dangerous or potential hazard on the course, they should report it immediately to the 
nearest race marshal.. 
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Penalties 

Infringement of the above rules may be result in penalties at the discretion of the Race Director. Penalties may include: 

· Verbal warnings 

· Deduction of laps 

· Pit penalties – where the car is held on the pit for a specific period of time determined by the Race Director. 

· Disqualification
